New GI Bill will:

Guarantee full scholarship at any in-state public university

Provide a monthly housing stipend

Provide an annual book allowance of $1,000
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Extend education benefits to all service members (including activated
Reservist and National Guard) who have served for at least three years on
active duty

The original GI Bill of 1944 is credited with helping fuel America’s postwar prosperity. By the time
the program ended in 1956, almost 8 million World War II veterans had used its funding for an
education or training program.
